The negative impact of mining metal not only displaces
communities and contaminates the earth’s drinking water; it often subjects workers to harsh and unfair working conditions, as
well as destroys pristine environments.

Located in Rocky River, Ohio, Magic Dog Studio creates some of the finest handcrafted, personalized jewelry. Each piece is
truly one of a kind, and is handmade in the studio using traditional silver and goldsmith techniques — there is no machining
involved. These techniques enable Bunt to capture the whimsical quality of your child or children’s drawing, and transform it
into a stunning, heirloom quality keepsake. A Harmony Certificate of Authenticity will accompany each piece that has been
created in the studio, assuring that it was made from 100% recycled metal.

In addition to her custom lines, Bunt has also designed the ‘Live, Earth, Love’ Message Token. The message live, earth, love
is hand stamped on the front of the pendant, while the back combines the symbols for life, love and earth. The pendant was
designed not only to convey a message, but also to invite a conversation about the interaction of humanity and the natural
world.
